5 He called out 
to them, “Friends, haven’t you any fi sh?” “No,” they answered 6 He said, 
“Throw your net on the right side of the boat and you will fi nd some.”
When they did, they were unable to haul the net in because of the large 
number of fi shes. 7 Then the disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, 

“It is the Lord!” As soon as Simon Peter heard him say, “It is the Lord,” he wrapped his outer garment 
around him (for he had taken it off) and jumped into the water.
